Aufsatz I (Deutsch I)
Your assignment is to write a 4 paragraph essay (each paragraph should be from 5-6 sentences long) about yourself in German using Google Docs.  You may have a problem making accent symbols in google docs so it is ok to use the following guide.
Ä = ae
Ö= oe
Ü= ue
Although you have learned a lot of German, you will inevitably feel restricted by your ability to express yourself.  This is normal.  Focus on getting your idea across while making sure you are paying attention to the correct structure and tense.  Make sure all your verbs and subjects agree
You may use an online dictionary, but do not use an online translator as you gain nothing  from copying and pasting text and It will be obvious from the complexity of structures and words whether you did this or not. (I don’t want a technical manual to read)   In order to learn, you must work within what you already know and a little beyond that when necessary.    Try to write about subjects we have covered in class or with which you are familiar.  Use structures with which you are familiar.  Focus on the using the present tense.  If you have a question about how to express something…come and see me, or email me your question.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Examples:  Describing your home, friends, landscapes, family, school, animals or subjects and class schedule or pets.  You could talk about what you like or dislike in bands and songs and why.  You could perhaps also talk about your German class and how you feel you are doing and what you have learned or compare classes or subjects.  
The purpose is of course to get you writing and thinking about what you are saying and how you can say it.  When you are finished with your rough draft in google docs, share your work with a classmate you trust and myself, we will both proofread your composition and provide you with feedback and you can then make any corrections you feel are warranted.  You will then complete your final draft which you will then share only with me.  I will then grade them using the attached rubric.
