Helping verb (sein or haben?)

As you have already learned, when you use a  sentence in the conversational past tense (present perfect tense), you use the past participle of the verb and a helping verb….in most cases that helping verb is haben.


Example:  Ich habe das Buch gelesen  (I have read the book)

However, some verbs in German use a form of sein (bin, bist, ist, sind, seid) as the helping verb.   This happens when the verb is a verb of motion indicating movement from own place to the next or a change in state (becoming is a good example)


Example:  Ich bin nach Atlanta gefahren.  (I have driven to Atlanta)



     Ich bin gestorben (I have died)
