Instead of :    Do you have a book?



The Germans say:   Have you a book?  (Hast du ein Buch?)

If the sentences uses a question word....(Was, Wann, Wer, Wo, Wie, Warum), then it looks like this....



Instead of :  What are you playing?



The Germans say:  What play you?  (Was spielst du?)
