“the Subjunctive”

The subjunctive mood is a verb form used to express uncertainty, doubt, or a contrary-to-reality condition. It is also utilized frequently to reflect politeness and good manners
haben to have (infinitive)



sein to be (infinitive)
hatte had (imperfect, simple past)


war was (imperfect, simple past)
hätte would have/had (Subjunctive II)


wäre would be/were (Subjunctive II)

Which one do I use?  Look at the following examples…


1)  Ich habe Deutsch gelernt. 

I have learned German.


2)  Ich bin nach Atlanta gefahren.

I have driven to Atlanta.
In the examples above…..habe and bin both are translated as have.


The difference is that fahren means to drive….(A verb that indicates motion from one point to another)….with these verbs you always use a form of sein as the helping verb)…..Now look at these examples…


1)  Ich hätte das Buch gesehen.  

I would have seen the book.


2)  Ich wäre nach Deutschland geflogen.
 I would have flown to Germany
Now you try these….with hätte

1)  I would have seen you.   (sehen- to see)


2)  He would have done that.   (machen – to do)


3)  We would have heard the music.   (hören – to hear)

Now try these with…… wäre


1)   I would have gone.  (gehen / gegangen)


2)  She would have driven with you.   (fahren)


3)  Would you have gone?

When the verb is the past form of sein….(gewesen  -   been) , it uses wäre as the helping verb….like these examples

1)  That would have been good.

2)  I would have been there.  (da -  there)

Now there all mixed up…..decide which one to use

1)  I would have said that.    (sagen – to say)

2)  Would you have bought that?   (kaufen – to buy)

3)  She would have been with us….  

4)  Would she have gone to school.  (zur Schule /  gehen)

5)  He would have been sick.

6)  What would you have done?

7)  I would have drank the water.  (das Wasser / trinken (getrunken)

8)  Where would you have gone?
