Masculine


*Most masculine nouns ending in el,en or er 



form plural without ending or umlaut

*the majority of masculine nouns form their plural with (e)(''e)  if they have one syllable and an a,o or u they take umlauts

Feminine


*Over 90% have plural (en)


*Ending in nis or sal have the plural (e)


*Two feminine nouns have plural with umlauts ('')

Neuter


*ending in el, er, chen, lein have no changes in the plural


*Words ending in vowels other than e  take an (s)


*loans words from English take an (s)

General


*Words ending in ma form plural in (men)


*If it ends in e guess (n)


*If it is a family name the plural is formed with (s)
